Rules and Recommendations for Fishing on the River Urr and its Catchment

Rules of the River  

1. The open seasons are:

     Salmon & Grilse 
25th February to 30th November inclusive 


Trout 


15th March to 6th October inclusive 

2. Fishing for salmon, grilse and sea trout is prohibited on a Sunday.  

3. All juvenile salmon (fry, parr, smolts), unclean, coloured and gravid salmonids are to be returned immediately and unharmed to the water if caught.  
4. No person shall fish, or take, or attempt to take any fish by means of rake, drag, hook, gaff or creeper, nor by snatching or stripping in any manner or way.
5. All foul hooked fish must be returned to the water.

6. Set lines and floats are prohibited.  

7. No angler may fish with more than one rod at any one time, and the rod must be held.  

8. It is illegal to sell rod caught salmon, grilse, or sea trout.  

9. Anglers will record by number, weight and species all salmon, grilse, sea trout, herling and brown trout taken and whether or not released, and report these to the Proprietor of the beat at the end of each day's fishing.  
In the interests of conservation of stocks, the River Urr District Salmon Fishery Board make the following recommendations for the conduct of the fishings.  
1. Fishing for salmon should not commence before 15th March (to protect kelts).
2. All salmon and grilse caught before 1st June must be returned to the water.  

3. All sea trout over 20 inches in length should be returned to the water.  

4. No fish over 27 inches in length may be killed at any time. 

5. All trout under 250mm (10 inches) should be returned unharmed to the water.  

6. Herling will be fished from the bank only.  
7. There will be no spinning or worming in low water.
8. Prawning and shrimping are prohibited.  

9. There will be no worming after 1st November.
10. Upstream spinning is prohibited.  

11. Dogs should not be taken to the river.  

12. All anglers shall carry a permission issued by the proprietor of the beat on which they are fishing and carry photographic identification, which will be produced on request to a Water Bailiff.
13. There should be no night fishing before 1st May.  

14. Each proprietor may set their own catch limits, but the Board recommend that the limit set shall be that not more than two salmon or grilse and three sea trout per angler may be kept in a season.  Fish caught in excess will be returned to the river.
15. Rainbow trout must be killed and do not count towards the limit.
